women and children who are
struggling to gain stability in
their lives. Cribs and bunk
beds have been installed
in the rooms and we will
soon see a number of these
apartments filled with mothers
and young children seeking a better future.

Message from the Center Director

Dear Friends,

I am pleased to share that we have expanded our services to include more
mothers and children in the Women's Village. It has been my focus this past year to meet the
overwhelming demand for shelter from homeless mothers with children. So many family
shelters have closed in the past few years, including our Mother Child Residence, and this
fragile population has had nowhere to go. As you read this newsletter, mothers with up to two
children are moving into fully furnished apartments in Farley House. We anticipate a total of
11 families living here by the end of December along with 10 unaccompanied women.

Renovations have been the priority at Hawkes Transitional Residence and Languille
Emergency Shelter this summer. Over 30 professional interior designers, led by Vanessa De

: = Vargas and Vanessa Kogevinas, donated their time and resources to transform this 13 year-old
home for 30 women. Long overdue repairs to Languille's plumbing, flooring and security systems have been made along with a fresh
coat of paint and furnishings. Walking through these two newly refurbished buildings, I know that our homeless women will feel that
they are living with love and dignity.

We invite you to share our joy in expanding our services for homeless mothers and children. Please help in any way you are able,
with your prayers, volunteer activities and donations.

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Planned GlVll’lg - Chris Lowe - Gifts that help YOU and Good Shepherd Center

We all have personal reasons for giving to charity, but did you know that your
generosity can also help you financially? You can support Good Shepherd
Center with gifts that can: 1) reduce your taxes; 2) protect your assets; or 3) pay
income for life. On our newly redesigned website - www.gschomeless.org -
the benefits, strategies and common assets used in various planned giving
strategies are listed.

For this newsletter, we describe the two basic strategies, Direct Gifts and
Bequests, that may reduce income taxes, capital gains taxes and estate taxes.

The most straightforward technique when making a charitable donation is an
outright Direct Gift, which can be made during the donor’s lifetime or upon his
or her death (by will or trust), as a Bequest. When made during lifetime, a Direct Gift can lower a donor’s
estate taxes by removing the asset and its appreciation from the estate. If the gift were made as a Bequest (at
death), there could be an estate tax deduction for the amount of the gift.

Direct lifetime gifts may entitle the donor to a charitable income tax deduction. Deductions are allowed for
up to 50% of the donor’s adjusted gross income (AGI), assuming the gift is cash and made to a public
charity. Gifts of long-term appreciated property offer potential deductions of up to 30% of AGI and may
help reduce or avoid capital gains taxes. Any part of the deduction that cannot be used in the year the gift is
made can be carried forward for up to five years.

Common assets used in Direct Gifts and Bequests include cash, stocks, bonds, tangible personal property,
life insurance and real estate. In their will or trust, donors can also gift a percentage of their residue estate.
Depending on the assets you have and the benefits you desire, we can help assure that you maximize your
gift. In addition, donors are always advised to discuss strategies and tax considerations with his or her own
tax advisor or attorney.
